19 M. MIler submtted the waiver request on
20 February 14, 2024. A review of his application
21 reveal ed that on July 16, 2009, Jordan MI | er was
22 convicted of grand | arceny second degree in Mdison
23  County, New York, a felony offense.

25 Dby the executive director. The Division recommends

He failed to disclose these on his initial
appl i cation dated Novenber 16, 2023. M. Young's
request for waiver was declined by the executive
director. The Division's reconmmendation is for the
Conmi ssion to authorize the issuance of a letter of
| i cense deni al .

10 by the D vision on or about March 19, 2024 shows

11 that M. Evans was convicted of two felony offenses
12 in Mam -Dade County, possession of cocaine on

13 January 15, 1997; and the sale, delivery, or

14 possession of cocaine with intent to sell,

15 manuf acture, or deliver within 1,000 feet of a

16 school on August 12, 2006.

17 M. Evans submtted a request for waiver to

18 the Division on January 23, 2024. The executive

19 director reviewed the file along with the waiver
20 interview notes and declined to waive the statutory
21 restrictions. As such, the Division reconmends
22 that the Conmi ssion authorize the issuance of a
23 | etter of l|icense denial.

6 Upon review of the applications, it was
7 di scovered that on Cctober 10, 2013, M. Pistocch
8 was convicted of grand theft notor vehicle in
9 Broward County. This is a third degree felony

5 formfor about two years, and so we have a well

6 thought out reporting processes, including keeping
7 the executive director infornmed whenever we're

8 investigating.

9 Do you want to go to change nmanagenent? The
10 second one is change nmanagenent. |t is a policy

11 that sets up our controls for technol ogy resources.
12 It sets up the way for things to get into

13 production and a nethod for us to nmake eval uati on
14  and good deci sions so that whatever we put into

15 production is safe for our environnents. W don't
16 take everything down. |It's sonething that's pretty
17 standard for account and controls for IT.

18 VI CE CHAIR BROWN:  Thank you.

19 Conmi ssi oners, any questions.
20 Comm ssi oner Repp?
21 COW SSI ONER REPP:  No.
22 VI CE CHAI R BROMWN: Comm ssi oner D Aquil a?

Should there be an
identified specific individual?

There's a phishing schene or sonething
t hat | ooks serious. And wthin mnutes, it could
be too late. So |I'mwondering if that should be a
little bit nore robust, for lack of a tern?

M5. WVHHTM RE: So we didn't want to be
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1 specific that they have to do one nethod or
2 another. W wanted to give it the ability to
3 either do aticket, if it's sonething that's not
4  super critical to make a phone call or to send an
5 emil.

3 of people putting in tickets for work, if there is
4 a cyber event, it's not going to be good for us.

5 W're constantly watching tickets on our desk al

6 day | ong.

7 COW SSI ONER REPP: | know that you're

8 extrenely busy, so thank you.

9 VI CE CHAIR BROMWN:  And just a follow up

10 question, Ms. Wiitmre. Cbviously, the new

11 ticketing system being inplenmented and i nproving
12 and bei ng enhanced?

13 M5. WVHTM RE: So we are currently in a bid
14  procurenent, so not nmuch can be said about it. But

3 out role based as well, so we'll have additional
4 training. And to remain on the network, those
5 folks have to pass the test or the training. So if
6 you don't take your cyber security training, you
7 wi |l not have access to your conputer. So we take
8 it very seriously to train our users and conti nue
9 to train our users with newer and better tools and
10 new and better training.
11 COW SSIONER D AQU LA: It's evident and
12 clear. Thank you. You're doing a wonderful |ob.

4 VI CE CHAIR BROWN: Ckay. Can you clarify
5 agai n what Senate Bill 804 does, please?
6 MR MARSHVAN:. | believe Director Tronmbetta
7 has that handy.
8 MR. TROVBETTA: As part of my Executive
9 Director update, | plan to kind of revisit sone of
10 the specifics on 804. So Senate Bill 804 was the
11 bill that we passed this session. Wth the
12 rul emaki ng that was just discussed, the PMNteamis
13 also in the process of putting together a nmeno to
14 distribute to the industry. Let ne try to find --
15 MR. MARSHVAN: | f | may.
16 VI CE CHAIR BROMN:  Yes, please.
17 MR. MARSHVAN:  So on the draft nmeno which
18 sunmarizes the nost salient changes brought about
19 by Chapter 2024-115, which was Senate Bill 804, the
20 Agency bill being signed into | aw by
21  Governor DeSantis.
22 The first point reiterates that the Florida
23 Gam ng Control Conm ssion can deny, suspend, or
24 revoke a license where the applicant has falsely
25 sworn to a material statenment in the applicant for
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1 | icensure. That's Section 1.
2 The second bul |l et point on the proposed neno
3 would authorize the Conm ssion to provide service
4 of admnistrative conplaints, final orders, and
5 ot her official docunents via mail or email,
6 requires applicants for licensure with the
7 Conmm ssion to provide a current mailing address and
8 emmil|l address and notify the Commi ssion of any
9 changes to either.
10 That requirement woul d change our existing
11 fornms, so that's one of the reasons why we're
12 asking for your authorization today. The third one
13 would adjust the pari-nutuel annual application and
14 | i cense i ssuance wi ndow by 30 days to provide nore
15 tinme for pari-nutuel permt holders to plan for
16 operating dates in the upcomng fiscal year.
17 It would al so anend the application and
18 | i cense i ssuance for non-wagering permts to
19 establish consistency with tine periods for
20 wagering. That's in Sections 3 and 12 of the | aw
21 that |'m nmentioni ng now.
22 Changes woul d also sinplify the process and
23 establish consistency for pari-nutuel wagering
24 permt holders, including jai alai permt hol ders
25 so that they would be able to anend their
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1 performance dates |ike other fornms of pari-nutuel
2 activity and their annual pari-nutuel operating
3 license. That's Section 3 of the bill.
4 Anot her one woul d aut horize the Conm ssion to
5 deny, suspend, or place conditions on a Florida
6 pari-mnmutuel occupational |icense holder, subject to
7 a suspension or periods of ineligibility issued by
8 the horseracing and integrity authority --
9 horseraci ng, yes, horseracing integrity safety
10 authority, H SA. That's Section 8.
11 Next i1s establish a consistent tinme period for
12 annual financial reports due to the Conm ssion for
13 slot machine operators to the sane tine period that
14 is required for pari-nutuel permt holders, which
15 Is 120 days after the end of their fiscal year. It
16 al so includes a simlar requirenent for cardroom
17 operators. That's Sections 9 and 13 of the bill.
18 Next the bill anends the provision for
19 | i censed horse tracks to receive broadcasts of
20 horseraces from |l ocations outside of the state.
21 That's best described in the |language itself in
22  Section 10.
23 There's al so authorization for the Conm ssion
24 to consider a waiver of certain crimnal offenses
25 for slot machine occupational |icense applicants
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1 that would be consistent wth the waiver
2 consideration process that already exists for
3 pari-nutuel wagering occupational |icense
4  applicants.
5 It also provides that certain crimnal
6 offenses may be believe waived by the Comm ssion.
7 Finally, there are also del etions throughout the
8 bill that del etes obsol ete pari-nutuel provisions,
9 and those again should be gleaned fromthe bil
10 itself.
11 VI CE CHAI R BROWN:  Thank you so nuch for going
12 through those for us and for the public. Wen do
13 you see the rulemaking -- | know there are specific
14  statutory tinelines, but how swiftly do you think
15 you could have those rules, final rules before us?
16 MR. MARSHVAN: So the notice of devel opnent
17 can go out as soon as this afternoon, as long as we
18 nmeet the deadline for publishing it in tonorrow s
19 issue of the Florida Adm nistrative Register.
20 For proposed rule, it will take our staff sone
21 time to flag all of the rules that we need to
22 charge, nmake those changes, and then get themin a
23 draft |anguage that will be accepted by the
24  Departnment of State and FAR
25 So | would say a nonth to two nonths, so one
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1 neeting or two neetings.
2 VI CE CHAIR BROMN: Excellent. Thank you.
3 Thank you again for the overview
4 Conmmi ssi oners, any comments? No. Gkay. Can
5 we get a notion to authorize staff to nove into
6 rul emaki ng -- authorize themto go into the
7 devel opnent of rules as we've discussed today
8 regarding Senate Bill 8047
9 COW SSIONER D AQUILA:  1'lI1 nmake a noti on.
10 VICE CHAIR BROWN: Thank you. |Is there a
11 second?
12 COWM SSI ONER REPP:  Second.
13 VI CE CHAIR BROMN: Thank you. All those in
14 favor say aye.
15 (Multiple ayes.)
16 VI CE CHAIR BROMWN: Thank you. And now to
17 M. Tronbetta.
18 MR. TROVMBETTA: Thank you. Good norni ng.
19 Let's just start there. So ny note was just that
20 we are working to get essentially information to
21 the industry about the changes to 804.
22 The director of PMN Joe Dillnore, is putting
23 together a nenb with his teamthat we plan to send
24 out to the permt holders that kind of outlines
25 what M. Marshman just described is going to be
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1 different due to changes in 804.
2 So overall, we're trying to adjust. It's a
3 bigwn for the Comm ssion to get that bill. Think
4 it helps us. | think it's ultimtely good for the
5 i ndustry, too, so we're |ooking forward to
6 inplenmenting that as best we can.
7 | have just kind of sonme housekeepi ng things
8 So, one, the conmunications position is vacant. W
9 have been working to fill that. It is open right
10 now. It closes, | think, Mnday, next Monday. So
11  anybody out there that's |listening and wants to
12 apply, please feel free.
13 Qur IT teamwas awarded. They won an award
14 for The Best of Florida, Best Wrkplace and
15 Workforce Initiative. So | wanted to recogni ze
16 them This is good. You know, this was due to
17 their effort in working getting this Agency up and
18 runni ng, really.
19 So it's not a small task. |'moften asked,
20  you know, when | had this role, how s that going,
21 what's the hardest thing, how are you doi ng.
22 My background is in law and gam ng. And | was
23 | i ke, wow, there's so nmuch of this that you don't
24  -- | didn't think about, and IT was one of them
25 And both, you know, our IT teamis great, as you
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1 can see before the neeting hel ping us get going.

2 Just while she's here, Lisa and our adm n team
3 is the other area that | always point out. |

4 didn't anticipate how nuch would go into just

5 things like finding space and | easing, the HR the
6 accounting side.

7 There's a ot of stuff going on, and it's nice
8 to get some recognition. This was awarded by an

9 outside party, so it's sonebody seeing the work

10 that they're doing and recognizing it. Really,

11 it's a good job.

12 VI CE CHAI R BROMN:  Phenonenal .
