Program

MR. TAUPI ER Good norni ng, Conm ssioners.
Marc Taupier for the record. Just going to give
you a brief overview of what the program actually
Is and what our request is going to be.

So as you may know Fl ori da and many states

have | aws that all ow agencies, specifically |aw
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enf orcenent agencies, to seize for forfeiture

property, that could be tangible or real property,
if it's considered contraband and used in the
conm ssion of a crine.

The federal governnent does have | aws
regardi ng that and the question becones what
happens when state, local, or tribal |aw
enforcenment officers work wth the federal
governnent who gets the noney.

So federal law actually authorizes the
Attorney Ceneral and the Secretary of Treasury to
share those federally forfeited assets, currency,
real property. And what they have done is they set
up what is called the Equitable Sharing Program

So the Department of Justice manages their own
forfeiture fund through their own program so does
the Treasury, and there's a | ot of agencies that
fall under the DQJ and the Treasury.

So dependi ng on when | aw enforcenent works
with a certain agency, there's going to be certain
requi rements either under Treasury or under the
Departnment of Justice, but first we have to be a
partici pating partner.

And with that in order to becone a

participating partner, we have to file what's
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call ed an ESAC, an Equitabl e Sharing Agreenent and

Certification form W have to do this initially
to becone a participating partner, we have to do
this annually to be in good standing.

| f our agents do work with federal agenci es,
there are going to be forns where they wll have to
be filled out with signatory authority to claim
sone of those proceeds by the agency head and by
the director of |aw enforcenent.

So the ask of the Commission is to authorize
t he Executive Director, Lou Tronbetta and the
Director of Gam ng Enforcenent, Carl Herold to
conpl ete and execute all required and necessary
docunents to participate in that Equitable Sharing
Program of the Federal Asset Forfeiture prograns.

VI CE CHAIR BROMN: Excellent. Thank you.

Conmi ssi oners, Conm ssi oner Drago.

COW SSI ONER DRAGO:  Yeah. Just a couple of
qui ck questions. | know from being involved in
this in the past nyself that there are also certain
criteria for using that noney, which differs a
little bit fromthe State in terns of when you can
use it and not use it. | think in some ways the
federal governnment is alittle bit easier on --

nore | enient on what you can spend it on, nore
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vague so to speak

So |l think it's a great programthat we should
definitely be involved with. W -- we can work
with federal agencies and -- and share in the
forfeiture and use it for very good purposes for
t he agency, for the people of the State of Florida,
for hel ping people wth various problens, ganbling,
drugs, et cetera, as well as equipnent and -- and

staffing at times as long as you're not

suppl enmenting -- supplanting them So | think it's
a great -- great asset for the agency to have and
m ni mal requirenents to be -- becone a part of it,

and so | appreciate you taking care of this and
getting on this and | |look forward to being
involved with it in the future for sure.

VI CE CHAIR BROMWN: Conmm ssioners. And there
are other state agencies that you are | guess
participating partners as well under this progranf

MR. TAUPI ER. Absolutely, yes, there are.

VICE CHAIR BROMWN: | think it's a great --

t hank you for doing a great deal of research on it.
| know that we can definitely take advantage of it
and if there's anything else that we need to do --
authorize M. Tronbetta, |'msure we are inclined

to do that.

In the past nonth they both conpleted
operations to, you know, go after illegal slot
machi ne busi nesses that are operating within those
counties.

So the -- | nean, Director Herold can give you
nore information, but Volusha County involved, you
know, | think a |l ot of different businesses and,

you know, over a hundred machines. Taylor County
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was a snmaller operation, but just fromthe

Commi ssion -- fromthe Conm ssion standpoint, from
the Comm ssioners, to ne it's a great exanple of
the work we're doing getting out there where other,
you know, sheriffs around the state are taking
interest in this activity, which is sonething that
wasn't happening two years ago.

So -- soreally | think fromthe |eadership
fromyou all, fromthe work that has been done by
staff through -- through Carl's outreach and kind
of just the activity that -- the actions that we' ve
already taken I think we are setting exanpl e that

it is possible to nake a difference in this area

and it's nice to see other -- other sheriff's
of fices kind of also doing -- doing their part
really. | nean, it's good. This is a good step.

Wth that, Carl, do you mnd kind of giving an
overview of -- of sort of how thing' s been going
| ast nont h?

VICE CHAIR BROWN: It al nost demands appl ause
really, because it's -- it has been a nonunental
task that Carl's team has done.

( Appl ause)

MR. HEROLD: Good norning. Carl Herold for
the record. Thank you, Madam Vice Chair, and
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Comm ssi oners.

So, you know, just to kind of add on what Lou
said, you know, the goal in | aw enforcenent was to
have successes in -- in trying to abate ill egal
ganbling wthin the state.

And we recognized early on that, you know, we
needed partners and we've worked really hard to try
and secure partnerships wth |ocal |aw enforcenent
as well as our state partners and this is just the
begi nni ng.

You know, | really believe that this next year
we're going to see sone fantastic successes. Not
all of our successes have -- can be shared,
because, you know, the -- the nature of the
business is that while we m ght nake some arrests
and nmake sonme inroads into an investigation and
bring things to a conclusion, we can't always share
t hose because there's the next |ayer that we need
to go after.

Sol -- 1 amproud to kind of share sone of
the things that we've done this past nonth, just
fromthe standpoint of letting you appreciate al
the work that the | aw enforcenent professionals
that we have in gam ng enforcenent are doing, Sso.

This last nonth our -- our investigators and
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our anal ysts touched 64 different investigations

that, you know -- these are long-term

i nvestigations for the nost part. You know, you
get in there, you work sone | evel of investigation
until you've exhausted what you got and you got to
go to the next level, but we've worked on 64
different investigations and we actually cl osed 24
i nvestigations. And out of those 24

I nvestigations, 10 people were arrested and -- with
a total of 25 charges across that.

And we were able through partnerships with our
| ocal | aw enforcenent partners we were able to
close 11 illegal casinos across the state. That
al so doesn't include the fact that we were able to
shut down sone conveni ence store operations that
had illegal slot issue machines within -- within
them as well.

As a result of that $411,000 were sei zed
ei ther through our partners or through us, and the
I nportance of, you know, that noney seizure is it
di senfranchi ses, you know, the -- the bad guys. |If
t hey don't have access to that noney, they don't
have the capability to continue to be as successful
intheir illegal enterprises as -- you know, as

t hey have been. So that's incredibly inportant and
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this is just the tip of the iceberg, this is just

the tip of the iceberg.

On our intel and analytical side, you know,
they -- they're absolutely a vital part of what we
do. Besides the fact that they, you know, did
busi ness backgrounds and did individual subject
backgrounds to try and determne all the connecting
dots that go with that, they also do enpl oynent
backgrounds for us.

They' ve done a nunber of those, and they al so
provi ded assi stance to other |aw enforcenent
agencies three tines this past nonth. And the
i nportance of that is that, you know, we're --
we' re devel opi ng oursel ves as subject matter
experts in this field.

And nost | aw enforcenent within the state,
there are very few, let's just say that, there are
very few that have that expertise and they ook to
us to kind of bolster their enforcenent activities
and bring to bear the -- kind of the resources and
t he know edge that they need, and that kind of
| eads on to, you know, the -- the -- what
Director Tronbetta was saying is that, you know, we
see a lot nore activity fromlocal |aw enforcenent

and that's because, | really believe, is, you know,
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they call us and ask us for support in those areas

and howto -- what to |l ook for, how -- you know,
what are the best strategies for enforcenment and --
and we give themthose resources and -- and we
continue to do that and | believe that that's an

i nportant part of what we're doing, so.

That's just kind of a real broad overview of
what we've done this last nonth. ['Il continue to
keep you posted on it and | -- as always |
appreci ate your support of what we're trying to do
here. Thank you.

VI CE CHAIR BROMWN: Thank you, Director Herold.
Again just one nonth alone, it's just -- it's
trenmendous in the report. |'m happy that you
shared it with the public here.

Commi ssi oners, any comments or questions of
Di rector Herol d?

COMM SSI ONER DRAGO:  If | could just -- you
know, just nake a comment. | think the work being
done is outstanding. In ny opinion there's no
question about it and | think the -- the fact that
bei ng out there and getting the attention that we
get for doing these types of operations and these
illegal casinos is going to be -- is a real hel pful

push for the rest of the -- the state in terns of
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| aw enforcenent for themto get involved, because

there's been a lot of frustration as we know over
t he years working these kinds of cases.

Prosecutors sonetinmes would be hesitant to
prosecute them but as they -- as we nmake nore and
nmore of these cases and we're involved with nore
and nore of these |ocal agencies, nore of themare
going to do it, nore of themw || be prosecuted,
and | think it wll -- it wll -- that's our
nost -- our biggest value | think to the state is
t hat expertise you tal ked about and sharing that
and working as closely as -- as closely as they --
as we can with these agenci es.

Because they're ready -- obviously ready to do
it and they'll be there and they'll do it, whatever
they have to do, to fight crimnal activity in
their counties. And anything we can do to assi st
themmay be just a little hel pful push to get it
over and get to where they -- they want to go.

So | appreciate what Director Tronbetta said
in terns of the agencies that -- that are working
these cases. | appreciate their assistance and --
and comng to us and our assistance to them

And the partnership going to inval uable over

time and | -- just fromny own personal view of the
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news, you see nore and nore of it occurring

t hr oughout the state since we started this and
since your -- you and your fol ks got out there and
started spreading the word, so it will catch on --
continue to catch on

A big problemin this -- in this state, the
i1l egal casinos that have been spread so much
t hroughout the state, it's a big problemand it's
going to take a lot of attention and a |lot of tine,
they're long-terminvestigations as you nentioned
and -- and -- and, you know, they -- they're --
they're slow sonetines, but you got to do them
ri ght and you've got to do themeffectively.

Sol -- 1 -- 1 see great things happening and
|"m1looking forward to the next few years in terns
of the results with all this work that's been done
for -- with these illegal operations that are going
on out there.

So thank you for -- for that, please pass on
to all the folks that work with you. And | hope
you'll continue to work closely like that and get
the word out. W got Katie nowthat's going to
hel p us get that word out all the tinme and share
that wwth everybody and | think that would be a big

spark as well, so.
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And | |ove you sharing what you do each nonth
and the statistics and -- and so forth for us to

see and for the public to see what we're doing. |
think it's really inportant that we're transparent
on that and that we are sharing what we're doing
here with -- with everybody.

Everybody can see it, the public can see it,
peopl e know it's happening. The -- the crimnal
el ement can see it and know that we're -- we're on
our way and we're com ng and, you know, be ready,
because we're -- we're com ng and we're not going
to tolerate it anynore, so we want that word to get
out as well, so thank you.

VI CE CHAI R BROAN:  Thank you,
Comm ssi oner Drago, | agree.

Conmi ssi oner D Aquil a.

COW SSIONER D AQUILA: | would just like to
add to what Conm ssioner Drago said.
Director Herold' s been with us |l ess than two years
and when you -- from a businessman's perspective
when you | ook at the size and quality of the staff
and -- and that commtnent you made | renenber when
you were interviewing with us that you would create
a team st atew de.

And then you took it -- you're taking it
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beyond, because | know we have an upcom ng

conference where out-of-state | aw enforcenent
| eaders will be comng to work together to | earn
what great work we're doing here in Florida, how we
can hel p one another as we cross state |lines as
wel | .

That -- all those statenents, it was nuch nore
of a statenent. You' ve done it. | was just so
I npressed to see the nunber of cases we've got
going on.
